THE REVISED COMMON LECTIONARY

As the season of Advent begins, the rest of the Episcopal Church will join us in using the
Revised Common Lectionary (RCL) for their Sunday morning lessons. This lectionary, which
was introduced in 1969, was adopted by the Episcopal Church at the 2006 General Convention
of the Episcopal Church for optional use until Advent of this year. It now replaces the
lectionary in the back of our Book of Common Prayer as the official lectionary of the Episcopal
Church. Holy Trinity switched over earlier this year, when May Palmer donated the Lectern
and Gospel books in memory of her husband George.

The main difference in the two lectionaries comes in the Old Testament lessons for the half of
the year represented by the “Sundays After Pentecost.” Whereas the former Episcopal
Lectionary featured Old Testament lessons that were thematically related to the Gospel each
week, the RCL offers an option between those lessons and a semi-continuous series of
readings. Year A features the matriarchs and patriarchs of Genesis and the Exodus. Year B
follows the story of David and the history of the kings of Israel followed by Wisdom literature
from Proverbs, Job and Ruth. The Year C follows the prophets of Israel in chronological order.

In both the Old Testament and the Gospels, women have greater representation than in the
old Episcopal lectionary. The is ironic, considering that the RCL was developed by the Roman
Catholic Church in response to the Second Vatican Council in 1963. Now, maybe it’s their turn
to pick something up from us!

THURSDAY NIGHT FELLOWSHIP SUPPERS
Dear Holy Trinity Family,

Father Phil asked me to share with you some of the details about our Thursday night dinners.
Where should I begin? First let me tell you it has brought me lots of joy being part of such an
endeavor. It is a different experience every Thursday. Kathy DeAngelis picks me up at noon
and we head for Sam’s Club, where we pick up the paper goods and decide what will be the
main course, what’s on sale, and what is healthy eating. We then pick up the donated bread
from the Town Sub Shop in South River and go to WaWa who donates milk, hot cups and a
bag of ice.

We then head back to Holy Trinity about 2:30, and Kathy usually leaves to pick up her
daughter Victoria. I start to prep for supper: cut meat, clean veggies, etc.

A general schedule of jobs that need to be done at the dinner are:

3:30 8 tables to be set with paper table cloths, dinner plate, cold cup, silverware (aka the
plastic stuff...Judi)
Count out 60 dessert plates and salad bowls
Set serving tables with vinyl tablecloths and sterno
Coffee table set with vinyl tablecloth
3:30 Prepare 60-80 cups of coffee, approximately 5 cups of coffee for the pot. Make sure
the percolator is plugged in and the switch is turned on
Fill electric teakettle, place on coffee table and plug in
Set table with spoons, sugar, Sweet and Low, teabags, and 2 small pitchers for milk
4:30  each table receives a pitcher of ice water (put a dinner plate under each pitcher)
Fill salad bowls and pitchers for salad dressing (2 small pitchers for Italian dressing,
the Ranch dressing goes in a bowl rather than a pitcher)
5:00 Cut 8-10 loaves of bread, place on glass plates for serving
5:00 Desserts can be cut and placed on dessert plates
5:15  each table receives a plate of bread
5:15  salad bowls are set at the beginning of the serving table
5:30  Prayer is said and main meal is served
6:00 Dessert is served. Clean up and go home. Great job!

We do have volunteers from our church family that have come through out the years and also
students from South River High School who earn community service credits. But now with
our beautiful new kitchen that should be ready soon and quoting Fr. Phil “for Radical
Inclusion — bringing as many people on board to share this beautiful ministry” where you
receive so much as you provide and serve them, I invite you to be a part of this rewarding
ministry.

ADVENT AND ITS SYMBOLS

Christmas comes once a year, and so does Advent. Advent is the time we wait and
prepare for the coming of out Lord. It is a time of anticipation and hope.

Changes and decorations are made in the church to remind us of his coming. The
color of the altar and vestments are changed to royal blue, the color of Mary and of the sky just
before the dawn.
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The circle of the wreath reminds us of God Himself, His eternity and endless
mercy, which has no beginning or end. The green of the wreath speaks of the hope that we
have in God, the hope of newness, of renewal, of eternal life. Candles symbolize the light of
God coming into the world through the birth of His son. The four outer candles represent
the period of waiting during the four Sundays of Advent, which themselves symbolize the four
centuries of waiting between the prophet Malachi and the birth of Christ.

The colors of the candles vary with different traditions, but there are usually three
purple or blue candles. The pink candle is usually lighted on the third Sunday of Advent.

The light of the candles itself becomes an important symbol of the season. The light
reminds us that Jesus is the light of the world that comes into the darkness of our lives to
bring newness, life, and hope. Finally, the light that has come into the world is plainly visible
as the Christ candle is lighted at Christmas, and worshippers rejoice over the fact that the
promise of long ago has been realized.

The first candle is traditionally the candle of Expectation or Hope (or in some
traditions, Prophecy). The third candle, usually for the Third Sunday of Advent, is
traditionally Pink or Rose, and symbolizes Joy at the soon Advent of the Christ. The center
candle is white and is called the Christ candle. It is traditionally lighted on Christmas Eve.
